Guidelines:

*Draft version: Prepare a 3-5 page double-spaced research proposal on a topic of your choice, based on discussions we’ve had in class.

Formatting details: 
Arial font pt. 12

1.25” side margins, 1” top and bottom margins
*Final version: Expand original proposal based on reviews from classmates to 8-10 pages.

THE REFERENCE LIST AT THE END IS NOT INCLUDED IN THE PAGE TOTAL.

*Example topics: stress in college students, video game effects on children, jet lag effects on exercise

Some general considerations:

*Use formatting such as subheadings, bold, italics, underline, etc. to help reader (but don’t OVERDO it).

*Include charts/tables/figures to help illustrate complicated ideas or organize concepts.

*Keep the verb tense the same throughout.

*Ask a friend or two to proofread your draft and final version before you submit them.

Include in-text citations of references as numbers

Chapter Three: Procedures

* It might be a good idea to include “possible pitfalls” (i.e. difficulties you anticipate you might encounter) and any other limitations of method.

Include short section on expected results.

Include a paragraph about future directions – what follow-up studies may be appropriate.
